Bait Vehicle Captures Three

SAVANNAH, GA October 23, 2008): The bait car being used by Savannah-Chatham Metro Police to
catch auto theft and entering auto suspects, hooked its first three unsuspecting thieves on
Wednesday.

On Wednesday afternoon, the vehicle was parked on a midtown street. The first suspect, a 15 year-
old juvenile, got in the car, drove it a very short distance and then abandoned it. He has been
charged with Entering an Auto, a felony charge. A short time later, a second juvenile male and 17-
year-old Eric Keyon DAVIS entered the vehicle. The juvenile drove it a short distance then they
stopped and changed drivers. Davis then drove it for a few minutes before getting jittery when they
saw police. Since the windows and doors would not open, the juvenile took a small safe that had
been placed in the back seat, and smashed out the passenger side window. Both he and Davis
escaped through the window in the 900 block of E. Anderson Street.

All three suspects were apprehended a short time later. Davis and the second juvenile are charged
with felony Theft by Taking Stolen Property (Auto). Davis was scheduled to appear in court today.
The juveniles were taken to the Regional Youth Detention Center.

Nationwide Insurance donated the bait car vehicle to Metro Police in July of this year to held stem
auto thefts in Savannah-Chatham. In 2007, 1,164 cars were stolen in Savannah-Chatham Metro
Police jurisdiction. That was an 18% drop from the 2004 total of 1,421. To October 11 of this year,
935 vehicles have been stolen.

Mr. Hopkins is a convicted felon with an extensive criminal and driving record dating back to 1988.

Mr. Hopkins arrived at the West Chatham Precinct at 12:15 with his lawyer. He was placed under arrest
and has been transported to the Chatham County Jail. Police are working closely with the District
Attorney on the case, and other charges are pending.

The investigation is continuing with the assistance of SCMPD homicide detectives.

Rolex robber nabbed

SAVANNAH, GA (June 20, 2008): The team of Savannah-Chatham Metro Police, the community, and
the media can take credit for another criminal off the streets tonight. A CrimeStoppers tip has led police
to the man they believe is responsible for robbing the International Diamond Center on DeRenne Avenue
last Saturday.

“The cooperation among the media, the police and our citizens to fight crime is impressive”, said Demery
Bishop, Director of CrimeStoppers.

Frye is accused of walking into the jewelry store last Saturday afternoon and robbing the store, at
gunpoint, of six Rolex watches. He was captured on video walking into the store and at the counter. The
watches have not yet been recovered.

Frye is being held without bond and will be in court Monday to face the new charge.

Police make one arrest in double shooting ... seeking second suspect

Police conducted a search late in the day for Hunter, but it appears he is on the run. Hunter is a black
male, stands 6’1" and weights approximately 160 pounds. He may currently be wearing his hair in short
twists. Police consider Hunter armed and dangerous.

Police make arrests in Waffle House Robbery
One suspect remains at large

SAVANNAH, GA (July 3, 2008): Police have solved the case of the Waffle House bandits — turns out, it
was partially an ‘inside job’. Savannah-Chatham Metro Police have arrested five people in connection
with the robbery, with one suspect still on the run.

The incident took place at the Waffle House on Gateway Boulevard back on June 23. According to the
victims, two suspects entered the restaurant with semi-automatic handguns and ordered them to open the
safe. One of the victims was secured with a black zip-tie, while the other employee opened the register
for the suspects. They then fled the scene in a red van.

After lengthy conversations with Waffle House employees, it became apparent that another employee
allegedly set up the robbery. Police followed up on information from the community about the ‘get away’
vehicle, which was a red Astro van, and the story began to become clear to detectives.

Yesterday, Effingham Police arrested Joseph Louis Thomas and Nicole Wagner on unrelated firearms
charges, but contacted Metro when information came to light about the robbery from the suspects. They
have both been charged with Party to the Crime of Armed Robbery. Police have determined that one of
the firearms found in the car was one that was used in the robbery. In addition, Jennifer Marie Wellong
(2/21/89) and Alexander Wayne Dean (5/11/79) have also been charged with Party to the Crime of
Armed Robbery, while James Lee Lewis (2/20/84) and Dustin Keith Broughton have been charged
with Armed Robbery.

While Lewis is in custody, police are still searching for 21-year-old Broughton. He is known to live in the
Bloomingdale area. Anyone with information on the whereabouts of Broughton is urged to contact Metro

Metro Police lay charges in Shante Cooper homicide

SAVANNAH, GA (July 9, 2008): Three years and four months after 27-year-old, mother of three, Shante
Cooper was gunned down outside a home at 38" and Harden, Metro police have arrested and charged
the man they believe pulled the trigger. Twenty-year-old Rodney Torraine SIMMONS of Savannah has
been charged with Murder. Simmons was served with the warrant today at the Chatham County Jail,
where he is awaiting trial on charges stemming from an incident back in July of 2006.

"This arrest comes down to tenacious police work and patience,” said Chief Michael Berkow, who was not
yet with the department when the incident occurred. “In a case such as this, frustration begins to build
when you have credible information, but not enough evidence to lay a charge. When the community is
crying for justice, patience can be a difficult virtue to sustain, even for police.”

Back on April 1, 2005, Ms. Cooper was talking outside with friends when a four-door grey vehicle drove
by and one shot was fired out of the rear passenger window. The next morning, Ms. Cooper succumbed
to her injury. Police had little to go on, besides what witnesses described as a dark color 4-door car that
may have been a Chevy or Buick. No evidence was found at the scene.

About a year later, information began to trickle in from various sources. Detectives painstakingly followed
up on each lead, slowly putting together the case. Just recently, the last piece of the puzzle was provided
that put the gun in Simmons’ hand. Ms. Cooper was not the intended target of the crime, nor was anyone
in the group she was with. It appears Mr. Simmons was upset with some people in the neighborhood that
he had an altercation with a few days before and shot indiscriminately when he saw a group of people
that night.

Police also confirm it was just one bullet that was fired from the car that night, not several as was
reported; and only one car was involved, not two as was also reported.

Detectives now turn their eyes to other unsolved homicides in the region. So far in 2008, SCMPD has a
solve rate of more than 100% according to the formula used by the FBI Uniformed Crime Report, which
only looks at the number of homicides in that year and the number of homicides solved. In reality,
SCMPD has three open homicides in 2008, and has solved nine from this year, and four from previous
years. “One open homicide is one too many,” said Berkow. “This department is committed to working
every murder case with the same intensity. All murders are investigated with equal tenacity, vigor, and
time — regardless of who the victim is or their circumstance in life.”

He will be arraigned tomorrow
at 11:00 a.m.

Police have outstanding warrants for two additional murder suspects. Detectives believe 23-year-old
Achmed Kiwann WILLIAMS s still hanging around the Waters Avenue corridor late at night. He is
accused in the shooting death of his brother Alex, 18, back on April 6. As late as Tuesday, he was being
held at the CCDC on an unrelated matter, but was released before police could serve the warrant.

Investigators are also hoping the public will provide additional information to lead them to 23-year-old
Christopher Vance KING . King is wanted for the shooting death of Michael Smalls on May 9. Police
believe that King is still in the Savannah area, and hangs around the 37th and Harden Street area. Police
believe he has shaved his head bald in order to alter his appearance. He is considered armed and
dangerous.

CODIS match solves 2005 sexual assault case

SAVANNAH, GA (July 28, 2008): The latest in DNA-matching technology has helped Metro Police solve
the sexual assault of an 87-year-old woman dating back to 2005. The ‘hit' came back in June and 44-
year-old Eddie Rolanda JOHNSON of Savannah was charged last week.

“This is just one more example of how our officers don't let go of investigations,” said Chief Michael
Berkow. “We are constantly finding ways to use technology to our advantage. Criminals who think they
may have ‘gotten away’ with something shouldn’t be so smug,” warned Berkow. “We constantly revisit all
kinds of crimes and often get new leads through people or technology that can bring closure to a victim
and put the offenders in jail.”

The incident occurred on May 11, 2005. The victim was asleep in her bed when she was awakened by a
man who subsequently sexually assaulted her. She fought and scratched the suspect before he forced
her to give up her car keys and escaped.

At that time, Johnson lived in the area and persistent work by detectives led them to obtain a search
warrant for Johnson’s DNA in June of this year. The DNA was sent to the GBI and run through the
Convicted Offender DNA Index System (CODIS). His DNA matched that of the material that was taken
from under the fingernails of the assault victim three years ago. Warrants were secured for Johnson’s
arrest, and he was arrested without incident at his home and charged with Aggravated Sexual Battery,
Elder Abuse and Burglary. The victim, now 91-years-old was advised of the arrest by Metro detectives.

Murder suspect in custody

SAVANNAH, GA (July 30, 2008): After eluding police for almost three months, the US Marshal Service
spotted one of Metro’s “Most Wanted” late this afternoon on the 1900 block of West Bay Street. After a
short foot chase, which included two K-9 Units from Metro Police, Christopher Vance KING was taken
into custody for the murder of Michael Smalls.

Police had been searching for King, and had information that he was still in the Savannah area, hanging
around the 37th and Harden Street area. The Savannah Marshals’ Southeast Regional Fugitive Task
Force spotted King in a car and alerted Metro officers to the sighting. King bailed from the car when he
spotted police and after a brief foot pursuit, he was arrested. King was in possession of several bags of
crack cocaine and a large amount of cash.

King was transported to the Chatham County Detention Center and will be arraigned on the murder
charge tomorrow at 1:00 p.m.

K-9 tracks carjacker

SAVANNAH, GA (August 1, 2008): Chalk up another capture to the Metro Police K-9 Unit. Last night
they were able to track down a man who allegedly carjacked a woman just before midnight on Victory
Drive and Truman Parkway.

The victim stated that a man approached her vehicle at the stoplight, opened the passenger door, got in
the car and told her to get out. Another man, armed with a gun walked up to the car and also told her to
leave the vehicle. The two suspects, along with two other men jumped in the car and escaped.

About an hour later, a Central Precinct patrol officer spotted the vehicle at the Sunrise Villas Apartments.
Ofc. Will Fernandez and K-9 Faust responded and initiated a track. Faust led police to an apartment
where four men were standing outside. One of the men was identified by the victim and arrested.

Seventeen year-old Jimmie Glover was arrested without incident and taken to the Chatham County
Detention Center. He has been charged with Armed Robbery.

Downtown Precinct officers gave chase and quickly had both suspects under arrest. Police recovered
three boxes of Yu-Gi-Oh cards (115 packs), 38 Snickers candy bars and 26 packs of Skittles.

Metro Police Make Arrests in Camelia Court Shooting

SAVANNAH, GA (August 20, 2008): Metro police detectives have arrested two people in connection
with the early morning shooting that occurred just after midnight August 17 on Camelia Court.
Yesterday, 17-year-old Charles Perry, one of the three victims who were shot, died.

Nineteen year old Devon Sharif DOYLE turned himself in to police this afternoon. He is being
charged with one count of murder and two counts of aggravated assault. His brother, fourteen year
old Tavarus DOYLE was arrested yesterday and is being held at the Regional Youth Detention
Center charged with two counts of aggravated assault.

Police believe that Charles Perry was part the group that had been initially asked to leave the party.

On Tuesday, Charone Armon Taylor was charged with being Party to a Crime of Aggravated Assault
in relation to this same incident.

Devon Doyle has been transported to the Chatham County Detention Center.

Tagger charged with felony after defacing new parka de

SAVANNAH, GA (August 20, 2008): A tagger is facing felony charges after he defaced the city’'s
newest parking garage at Whitaker and Bryan Streets earlier this month. The same tag was also
found on the side of a Bank of America building near Johnson Square days earlier.

Police walking the beat were alerted to the tagger by a concerned citizen. The citizen was able to
point out the suspect, who was then detained by police. A large red paint marker was found in the
man’s possession. Facing the felony charge of Interference with Government Property and Criminal
Trespass is 24-year-old Darron Christopher WILLSON  of Savannah.

Savannah-Chatham Metro Police are working to get the message out that graffiti and tagging is
vandalism — and could carry a felony conviction, which will stay with a person for life. The department
takes this type of crime seriously because it can cause unease and fear in a community.

Air conditioner thieves caught in the act

SAVANNAH, GA (August 21, 2008): A Metro police officer on patrol in Central Precinct caught two
men red-handed as they tried to steal two air conditioning units from the back of an unoccupied home
on 43rd Street last night.

The officer was on routine patrol around 1:00 a.m. when he came upon two men at the back of the
residence.

Metro Police Make Arrests That Solve Numerous Enter  ing Auto Cases

SAVANNAH, GA (August 22, 2008): Alert Precinct 4 Officers have arrested four people in connection
with an entering auto after making a traffic stop on Truman Parkway. The vehicle, a blue, 1990’s
model Crown Victoria, had been seen only minutes earlier at the Southern Montessori Academy,
1140 Shannon Drive. An alert citizen got the tag number of the car after seeing a man break the
driver side window of a parked SUV and jump back into the Crown Victoria. An eight year old was in
the SUV at the time of the break-in. The Officers saw the car traveling East on Montgomery
Crossroads, alerted other Officers in the area, followed it onto the Truman Parkway and made a
traffic stop. Stolen property from the SUV was found in the Crown Victoria and the man that broke
into the SUV was positively identified.

Police arrested two men, Antawn Ramone LESTER , 19 years old and John Anthony OLINDE , 24
years old. Also arrested were two females, Sade Marie AARONS , 21 years old and Nakita Katrelle
BULLARD, also 21 years old. All have been charged with entering auto, a felony. OLINDE is also
charged with driving on a suspended license and LESTER faces an additional charge of cruelty to
children. Lester broke into the car while the eight year old was in the back seat.

Property crimes Detectives worked throughout the night gathering enough information to obtain
search warrants for two residences, 1142 and 1143 Graydon Street, the homes of the two men.
During the search, dozens of credit cards, driver’s licenses, cell phones, laptop computers and
numerous other items of interest were discovered. Many of these items have been traced to other
entering auto cases throughout the South side and the East side in Precincts 4, 5 and 6. At least
twelve cases, and very likely, at least a dozen more cases will be solved by the arrests of these four.
Detectives believe there will be additional arrests in connection with these individuals.

Metro Police advise people to take valuables out of their vehicles, lock your car doors and park in well
lighted area. Be alert to your surroundings. Often a criminal will wait and watch as you leave your
vehicle and then break in.

Metro Police Capture Shooting Suspect From South Carolina

Metro Police Make Arrest In Friday Morning Homicide

SAVANNAH, GA (August 29, 2008): Metro police responded to 1130 East 32nd St. this morning at
around 8:30 AM when police were called in reference to a stabbing. Police and medical personnel
arrived to discover a man had been stabbed several times. He was immediately transported by EMS
to Memorial Hospital where he was pronounced dead. An eyewitness gave police a description of the
man responsible for this stabbing and a “BOLO” (Be On the Look Out) was quickly transmitted over
police radio.

An alert Community Service Specialist spotted a man, just east of the crime scene, fitting the
description of the stabbing suspect and quickly alerted police. They were already in the area, also
searching for the suspect. The man was taken into custody by police and positively identified. His
identity has not been released and charges are still pending further investigation.

Witnesses said the early morning verbal argument escalated into a fight and resulted in the stabbing.

Police have notified the victim’s relatives and have released his name. He has been identified as 41 year
old, Isiah LOVETT. He was living in a rooming house at the 1130 East 32nd St. address.

Two face charges after hit and runs

Local man faces sexual battery charges

Police Solve Homicide And Armed Robbery

SAVANNAH, GA (September 8, 2008): Metro Police Investigators have arrested a man who is
responsible for the murder of convenience store clerk, 42 year old Jatinkumar Patel, who was shot
and killed on Friday night at the BP gas station at Eisenhower Drive and Skidaway Road. This same
man is responsible for at least two additional armed robberies, one of which occurred as recent as
last night.

Police have arrested 17 year old Steven Phillip SMITH and charged him with murder, aggravated
assault with intent to commit robbery and three counts of armed robbery. Smith will be arraigned on
Wednesday, September 10, 2008 at 1:00PM at the Chatham County Courthouse.

Detectives relentlessly followed leads, uncovered evidence and with the help of the community, were
able to piece together the facts which lead to Smith’s arrest. Police know that there was a connection
between the shooting at the BP store at Eisenhower Drive and Skidaway Road and two other armed
robberies. One of these armed robberies occurred in the 1100 block of East Bolton Street on Friday,
September 6th, and the other occurred Sunday, September 7th.

Police know that Smith did not act alone and are asking the community for any information that could
help them locate Smith’s accomplice.

SCMPD captures armed robbery suspect

SAVANNAH, GA (September 22, 2008): A wanted felon is off the streets tonight after a police dog
sniffed out his whereabouts following a four-hour search. Thirty-year-old Charles Thomas Wilber
WEEMS of Washington State, was apprehended after fleeing from police.

Weems is wanted in connection with an armed robbery at the Days Inn at 114 Mall Boulevard on
Saturday morning around 8:00 a.m., and the Subway at 49 W. Montgomery Crossroads at about 9:30
Sunday morning. Robbery detectives and Southside patrol officers worked throughout Sunday and
Sunday night identifying the suspect, potential locations he may hit next and where he may be
staying. Officers canvassed the area and distributed flyers to local area businesses.

Weems was already wanted by the US Marshalls on a parole violation and his description —
especially tattoos of stars on his earlobes was very unique.

Monday morning, officers had strategically placed themselves in areas where they suspected Weems
may hit. He was seen near the Subway on DeRenne early this morning by a concerned citizen who
contacted police. Patrol officers attempted to stop his vehicle, a grey Malibu, at Janet and Abercorn,
and a pursuit ensued. Weems bailed from his car at Skidaway Road about ¥ mile south of Bonna
Bella and ran into the woods near Bacon Park.

Patrol Units quickly established a perimeter around the woods bordered by Bonna Bella, Edison,
Countryside and Skidaway Road, and police dogs, the SWAT team and Aviation Unit began a tactical
search of the area. The Chatham County Sheriff's Department also provided K-9 support.

Schools were alerted to the search and asked to lock-down. Automated messages were sent to all
neighboring communities alerting people to the search.

After nearly four hours, APO Chris Amedee’s K-9 Laika tracked Weems and he was apprehended.
Weems was taken to Memorial University Medical Center for treatment. At this time, in addition to the
outstanding Warrant, Weems is facing charges relating to the Days Inn armed robbery, and his flight
from police. Additional charges are also expected.

He is expected to appear in Recorder’'s Court tomorrow at 1:00 p.m.

Police make arrests in overnight carjacking

SAVANNAH, GA (September 26, 2008): Two men are in custody after stealing a car last night at
gunpoint from a woman in the 200 block of Montgomery Crossroads.

They are expected to appear in Recorder’s Court later today.

Police nab robbery suspect featured by media

SAVANNAH, GA (September 27, 2008): The man wanted by police in relation to a number of “snatch
and grab” type robberies at Parker’s and Circle K convenience stores that were caught on video and
featured by various media outlets last week is in custody.

On Thursday, police released a humber of photos of the suspect grabbing money from cash registers.
Then, last night, West Chatham Precinct officers responded to a robbery by snatching call. In this
case, the suspect grabbed a woman’s purse while she sat in her car. The victim and other withesses
were able to provide officers with key information about the suspect and precinct officers and robbery
detectives were able to identify the man as 29-year-old Albert Armand ALEX of Savannah.

Officers worked throughout the night to locate Alex, and with the help of excellent information from
the community, arrested him without incident in the parking lot of the Kroger’s at the Berwick
Shopping Center on Ogeechee Road just before lunch today.

Alex will be charged with at least two counts of Robbery by Sudden Snatching. He is expected to appear
in Recorder’s Court on Monday.

K-9 tracks A/R suspect to ... a doghouse

SAVANNAH, GA (October 3, 2008): An armed robbery suspect may think twice next time he’s trying
to hide from a police canine unit. Metro Police arrested 26-year-old Dino Laparris HARDING today
after he fled from investigators and hid in a doghouse.

Detectives were following up on a lead relating to the armed robbery of the Wynsong movie theatre
on Shawnee Street back on September 14. During the robbery, two employees were tied up while
the suspect robbed the office. The victims were able to free themselves and call police.

While driving to the location today, officers spotted a man in a car that matched the suspect’'s
description. After the car pulled into a driveway at the Southside Mobile Estates, the man fled on
foot. A K-9 officer responded and tracked Harding to a doghouse he was hiding in. Harding
surrendered without incident. Police also recovered an illegal firearm that had its serial number
scratched off.

Harding, a convicted felon, is charged with Armed Robbery, False Imprisonment, Possession of a
Firearm by a Convicted Felon, and Possession of a Firearm with an Altered Serial Number.

Harding was transported to the Chatham County Detention Center and is expected to appear in
Recorder’s Court on Monday.
