The three are now being investigated in
connection with other crimes in the area.

Sugar Refinery. Thursday's operations include reg\extinguishing the blaze and restoration offitteesuppression
system at the facility, Port Wentworth Fire ChiekE@ Long announced.

The Unified Command recovery effort is being cortddawith the help of the Georgia Search and Regaweit. The
team of emergency workers are tunneling throughndswf rubble in search of the eighth victim.

Heavy construction equipment, including cranes eutting torches, are being used to facilitate gmovery effort.
However, the process is one that is time and laiiensive. The cranes are required to hoist theyhdabris while
recovery experts use blowtorches to cut their vy & 200-square foot area that has yet to belsedrc

In addition to the recovery efforts, firefighterena able to extinguish flames remained burningeaf three silos. Two
applications of foam was used Wednesday aroundm. put the flames have continued into Thursdag.flames were
extinguished around 1 p.m. Thursday after firefgfibrought in high-pressure water guns in coniongtith the foam.

Upon extinguishing the fire, emergency crews begarrestoration of the refinery’s fire suppressgstem to render
other structures safe to resume operations.

At the conclusion of the recovery and fire groumei@tions, local, state, and federal agenciesmale on site for
further investigation into the cause and originhaf blast. The investigation could take days toth®to conclude.

The Feb. 7 blast that claimed the lives of ninedrigl Sugar workers and injured 39 others has baend
an industrial accident.

The criminal investigative team, which is comprisganembers of the federal Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives, the Georgia FiateMarshal’s office, and the Savannah-Chatham
Metro Police Department, released their findingddsr at a press conference in Port Wentworth.

After an extensive assessment of the scene andrmadrom the blast, followed by interviews with
numerous employees, investigators found no sigesiminal wrongdoing.

ATF agents were able to trace the origin of thetia sugar dust found at the base of one of ttiteg.
However, the igniting source has yet to be detesghin

The investigation has now transitions over to #raefal Occupational Safety and Health Administratio
and the federal Chemical Safety Board for the admative follow up.

Fire ground operations concluded Thursday nigler aitarb and recovery teams located the eighth vi
that remained missing. Another victim subsequetitgl Thursday morning as a result of his injuries.

Man stole van and lit self on fire

SAVANNAH, GA (May 23, 2008): New details have come to light in the incident involving a man who
suffered burns to 40% of his body earlier this week. Savannah Chatham Metro Police have
determined the man lit his own clothing on fire when attempting to torch a stolen vehicle.

On Tuesday, May 20, police responded to a call that a badly burned male was lying in the street on
Hitch Drive. When officers arrived, a man, now identified as 24-year-old NORWOOD ROBBINS, told
them he was robbed by three or four men in a green van and then lit on fire. Robbins was transported
to the Joseph M. Still Burn Center in Augusta with second-degree burns to a large portion of his body.

Upon further investigation police connected a stolen green van, found burned at Tremont Road and
Telfair Road the same evening, to the incident. After conducting various interviews with witnesses,
police determine that Norwood Robbins had, in fact, taken the 2001 green Dodge Caravan, driven it to
the area of Tremont and Telfair, poured gasoline in the interior and lit the vehicle on fire. While in the
process, his clothing also caught fire. Evidence shows that he ran across Tremont Road, and
collapsed in a ditch, extinguishing the flames.

While no crime scene evidence was located in Hitch Village where Robbins was found; forensic
technicians located Robbins’ clothing and shoes at the Tremont and Telfair location. One running
shoe was amongst the charred remains of the van, the other across Tremont Road adjacent to a
patch of scorched grass.

Robbins then got into a car with an accomplice, and while driving to Hitch Village — more than four
miles away — the two concocted a story of the robbery. The accomplice dropped Robbins off on the
street, covered him with a towel and called 9-1-1. He left the scene before police arrived. However
another witness did confirm that Robbins was talking with another male before he collapsed on the
street.

The investigation into this incident is continuing.

Forensics Confirm Color and Make of Hit-and-Run Veh icle

SAVANNAH, GA (June 5, 2008 11:05 a.m.): Forensics officers with Savannah-Chatham
police have been able to confirm the make and model of the vehicle involved in the hit-and-
run accident that killed 11-year-old Tristan Linthicum. Police are now looking for a
‘pearlized’ or metallic white Lexus ES series model car, built between 2002 and 2004.

Forensic investigators picked paint chips of a white vehicle off the roadway at the scene of
the accident on Tuesday evening. However, withesses all stated the car involved was dark
in color. Investigators went through all accidents that happened in that area for the past
several months to ensure the paint chips weren’t from an old wreck. The paint chip comes
back to paint associated with a Lexus model car.

Police believe a black or dark colored vehicle may have been following behind the vehicle
responsible for the fatality, and that’'s what witnesses saw.

Police are asking the public to be on the lookout for a white pearlized or metallic Lexus ES,
with front end damage and broken light on the right side. Police would also like to speak
with the person driving the car behind the Lexus.

Interactive community crime mapping added to SCMPD website

SAVANNAH, GA (June 10, 2008): The Savannah-Chatham Metropolitan Police have added a new tool to
its website that will be of great value to residents and visitors alike. The department has added an
interactive crime mapping feature that keeps track of and reports crime throughout the Metro Police
jurisdiction.

“Technology allows us to provide our community with specific information about crime in their
neighborhood,” said Major Julie Tolbert, who is in charge of the department’s patrol division. “It's
empowering the community with valuable information. They can see when and where crime is happening
in their area and act as additional eyes and ears for police. It's community policing with a tech-spin.”
People can also sign up for alerts which will automatically notify the subscriber when crime occurs in their
selected area.

The program is very simple to use. A person enters their address, or the address they are querying, in the
location box and the date they want their query to start from. They then check off the time frame and what
radius area they are seeking. They can then check off all Part | crimes, or just crimes of interest. Within
seconds each crime is marked with a pin dot. Move the curser over the pin dot, click the mouse, and
basic details of the crime is shown. Certain information is withheld, and all information is preliminary data
used to dispatch officers and has not been verified. Investigation and analysis may change crime
classifications and/or other information shown on the website.

The website is updated twice daily (at noon and midnight), so information is timely. Queries for up to 28
days and a five-mile radius are available.

SAVANNAH, GA (June 28, 2008 11:55 a.m.): Metro Police Violent Crime detectives are pursuing leads
after a double shooting that has left two men in hospital. The incident occurred around 3:00 a.m. in the
area of the 600 block of E 48 Street.

Early this morning, Central Precinct officers were dispatched to the area in relation to a robbery/shooting.
When they arrived, officers found two men, 34-year-old Jason Statts and 31-year-old David Williams, both
suffering from gunshot wounds to the neck. Both victims were transported to Memorial Medical Center.
Statts’ injury was not life-threatening, however, the bullet that hit Williams resulted in traumatic injury that
required surgery.

Witnesses tell police the two victims had just returned home after playing their first gig at Club Livewire
downtown and headed to a friend’'s home. The two victims arrived in separate cars, and when they got
out of their cars, they were approached by two black males who asked if they "needed anything". The
victims said, “no”, and thought the suspects walked off. A moment later, the two victims were shot in the
neck. It appears only one shot was fired, that passed through Statts' neck and lodged in Williams neck.

Police are looking for two black men, approximately 20-years-old with natural hair or short dreads, who at
the time of the incident, were wearing dark clothing. They were approximately 5’8" to 6’ in height. No
further description is available at this time.

CNT conducts narcotics sweep

SAVANNAH, GA (June 30, 2008): The Chatham-Savannah Counter Narcotics Team (CNT), together with
the Georgia Bureau of Investigation (GBI), the Naval Criminal Investigative Service (NCIS), and
Savannah-Chatham Metro Police initiated a joint investigation targeting drug sales in Chatham County this
past weekend.

According to CNT Commander Roy J. Harris, OPERATION HAINT BLUE was initiated in advance of a
port visit by the USS BARRY (DDG-520) and her crew of approximately 338 sailors. The USS BARRY wiill
visit the Port of Savannah during July 3-7, 2008. The operation was undertaken to ensure the safety and
security of the visiting U.S. Navy personnel while in Savannah.

The operation resulted in eleven arrests: two for sale of ecstasy, four for sale of cocaine, two for sale of
marijuana, one for distribution of marijuana, one for possession of crack cocaine and one on outstanding
CNT drug warrants.

Police crack down on drunk drivers on long weekend

SAVANNAH, GA (July 2, 2008): July 4th is the second most dangerous night of the year on Georgia
highways and Savannah-Chatham Metro Police will take advantage of the tough new Georgia DUI laws
this July 4 long weekend.

Metro Police, along with police across the state, will be conducting concentrated patrols and checks
throughout the area until Sunday, July 6. House Bill 336, effective July 1, created a felony-level DUI
charge, including mandatory felony jail time, for repeat offenders with four drunk-driving convictions on
their ten-year driving record.

Police urge anyone planning to drive this holiday weekend to make plans in advance — identify a
designated driver, or plan to stay put if drinking. As always, police will also be checking for seat-belt
violations and speeders.

Holiday Safety

A large number of extra officers, both in uniform and plainclothes, will be patrolling areas on and around
River Street before, during and after the fireworks Friday night. Parents are reminded that curfew is
midnight on Friday and Saturday night, and police will be enforcing all laws and ordinances regarding
curfews, traffic and illegal fireworks.

Extra traffic officers will be on hand to help clear congestion from streets after the fireworks display on
Friday evening. If driving to the River Street area to watch the fireworks, make sure to lock your car, close
windows and remove all valuables from your vehicle.

Fireworks Safety

FoIIowmg is a list of approved fireworks:
Wire or wood sparklers of not more than 100 grams of mixture per item;
Other sparkling items that are non-explosive and non-aerial and contain 75 grams or less of
chemical compound per tube or a total of 200 grams or less for multiple tubes;
Snakes and glow worms; and
Trick noisemakers including paper streamers, party poppers, string poppers, snappers and drop
pops, each consisting of .25 grams or less of chemical composition.

All other fireworks are prohibited except in approved and regulated firework presentations. While sparklers
are legal, they still present a distinct burning hazard, especially for small children. Adult supervision and great
care should be exercised while sparklers are in use.

Firing guns into the air is strictly prohibited. Serious or fatal injuries could occur.

Police investigating two early-morning shootings

SAVANNAH, GA (July 19 6:45 a.m.): Savannah-Chatham Police are trying to sort out
details of two shootings that took place between 4:00 and 5:00 this morning that have
left a pair of men in hospital with gunshot wounds. Abercorn Street, in front of
Oglethorpe Mall, is currently closed while police comb the area for evidence.

In the first incident, which happened around 4:15 a.m., the victim, a 26-year-old man,
says while driving, he noticed was being followed by two males in a tan colored 4-door
sedan. He says he pulled over for the car in the parking lot of Ferguson Avenue Baptist
Church and when the suspects approached him and initiated conversation, he was
shot. He then drove to his father’s residence in the 10000 block of Ferguson Avenue,
and his brother drove him to the fire station on Shipyard. He was transported to
Memorial from that location with a single gunshot wound to the arm and chest.

About 30 minutes later, an off-duty police officer working a traffic detail near the road
construction on Abercorn in front of Oglethorpe Mall was flagged down by a man driving
a similarly-described tan colored 4-door sedan. He had a passenger in his car that that
been shot in the head. EMS was contacted and the victim, in his early 20’s, was taken
to Memorial Hospital. The driver claims that shooting took place somewhere around
Wilshire and Montclair Blvds.

At present, police are combing both areas and additional locations mentioned by the
parties involved, in order to establish actual crime scenes, the chain of events and to
determine if the incidents are related.

Suspicious package forces Courthouse evacuation
Package determined to be a hoax

SAVANNAH, GA July 21, 2008): A suspicious package that led to the evacuation of the Chatham County
Courthouse and the closing of a two-block radius to all traffic has turned out to be a hoax.

Savannah-Chatham Metro Police and the Chatham County Sheriff's Department were alerted to a
suspicious package around noon today, when an employee, while opening mail for the District Attorney’s
office on the sixth floor, spotted wires coming out of a small mailer packet. Bomb technicians responded
and X-rayed the package and evacuation protocol was put into place. By 1:00 p.m. the entire building was
shutdown, and shortly thereafter, bomb technicians removed the package to a portable containment box.
The box was brought to the bomb truck waiting outside and placed in a mobile containment vessel, and
removed to a secure area to be rendered safe. It was at this time, it was determined to be a hoax.

Explosive detection dogs conducted a secondary search before the area was cleared, and the area was
opened to traffic by 3:00 p.m.

SAVANNAH, GA(July 25, 200811:55 pm): Savannah-Chatham Metro Police are
looking for two gunmen after an incident in which shots were fired on a residential street
earlier this evening sending a 14-year-old to hospital.

Around 7:45 p.m., police responded to a call of shots fired in the area ofthe 5300 block
of Franklin Street. Witnesses told police that two men fired at least a dozen rounds in
the area and then ran. The suspect descriptions are vague — two black males, one with
short hair and the other with dreads. Some witnesses saw a silver or grey PT Cruiser in
the area.

The young man had been outside playing with a number of friends and ran when he
heard the gunshots. He was hit by a bullet and sustained a through-and-through flesh
wound to the back. He was treated in hospital and released. Police do not believe the
teen was the target of the suspects.

SAVANNAH, GA (July 25, 2008): Savannah-Chatham Metro Police Chief Michael Berkow added 18 new
officers to the department today, as graduates of Class 232 and 233 were pinned at a ceremony at
Armstrong Atlantic State University Center. He also announced the promotion and appointment of three
people to command staff positions within the department.

UPDATE: Kareem Omar Grant Homicide

SAVANNAH, GA (July 26, 2008): The chain of events that led to the shooting of 25-year-old Kareem
Omar Grant early last Saturday morning are beginning to come together for Metro detectives. Grant died
in hospital yesterday as a result of his injuries.

Police have now identified all of the parties involved in the altercation and have spoken in detail with one
of the two other men who were in the car with Grant when he was shot. Police are now asking Eric
JOHNSON, also known as “Lil E” or “E” to come forward and speak with police again about the events
that led to the shooting. Johnson did speak with investigators briefly last Saturday, but detectives have not
been able to locate him since that time.

Eric Johnson is known to frequent the Yamacraw and Frazier Homes areas. He is 22 years old, 59" tall,
weights 135 pounds wears a small baseball cap and has upper and lower gold teeth. Police believe he
has cut his hair very short.

Thinking a crime
had occurred, he followed the white SUV for a short time as it went south on Helen Street, turned right
onto Sunset Blvd., then left on to Skidaway Road and right on LaRoche. The vehicle then traveled
north on to the Truman Parkway from Delesseps Avenue before the citizen lost sight of the vehicle.
The citizen returned to the scene and shared the direction of travel of the suspect vehicle with police.

Back To School Means Back To Safety Basics

SAVANNAH, GA (August 27, 2008): With children heading back to school next week, Savannah-
Chatham Metro Police want to remind motorists to be extra cautious when taking to the streets in the
coming days.

“Children will be excited to be heading back to see their friends and start school, and likely won't be
paying much attention to crossing guards or traffic,” said Lt. Scott Simpkins, of Metro’s Special
Operations Unit. “Metro Police units will be out in full force to help ensure the safety of our children;
and to make sure motorists are abiding by all school safety zone speed limits, crosswalk and
pedestrian right-of-ways.”

Many children will be headed to new schools and are learning new routes to schools. They may pay
little attention to traffic. Parents are urged to plan a safe route to school, point out safe homes of
friends or neighbors, create walking groups or make plans with other parents to walk their children to
school.

Parents are also asked to remind their children about traffic safety, staying on sidewalks and in
crosswalks and obeying the school crossing guards. It is also a great time to remind children about
“stranger danger”.

Police investigate morning car crash
Historic fountain suffers significant damage

SAVANNAH, GA (August 30, 2008): The historic fountain in front of the Cotton Exchange Building at
Drayton and Bay Streets has suffered significant damage after an early morning car wreck.

Metro Police determined that a woman was traveling at a high rate of speed north on Drayton Street at
about 7:10 a.m. At the end of Drayton she continued straight, drove between a fire hydrant and light
pole, hit the wrought iron fencing surrounding the fountain, went airborne and sheared off the terra
cotta lion fountain. The car also sheared off a light pole, before coming down on the pedestrian
walkway in front of the Cotton Exchange Building. The car came to rest on its side on the front steps
of the building. Paramedics and firefighters used the Jaws of Life to remove the woman from the car.
Thirty-nine year old Donna R. Haddock of Savannah was taken to Memorial Medical Center with non-
life threatening injuries.

City Parks and Trees staff, along with engineers and other city workers arrived on the scene to assess
the damage. The curator of the Cotton Exchange Building was also at the scene. City staff says the
terra cotta lion fountain dates back to the mid-1800’s. Staff hopes to gather all the pieces of the
wrought iron work and have a skilled iron-worker repair the fence. The terra cotta lion was destroyed.

The pedestrian walkway and the road beneath it will be closed until City engineering staff can assess
the structural integrity and safety of the walkway. Businesses on both sides of the Cotton Building are
not affected.

Police continue to investigate the events that led up to the wreck.

SAVANNAH, GA (September 17, 2008): Savannah criminals are stooping to a new low ... stealing
manhole covers. The City of Savannah is now seeing what other metropolitan cities across the
country have experienced in the past few months — manhole covers being stolen and turned in at
salvage depots for money. This is a significant safety issue for motorists, pedestrians and especially
young children who may run into the street and fall down an uncovered hole.

The City of Savannah’s Water and Sewer Bureau reports 15 manhole covers have been stolen in the
past few days. The first four, reported over the weekend, were taken from an area along Al
Henderson Blvd. On Monday, a report of a missing sanitary manhole cover along Glen Oaks Drive in
Brandlewood was received by Sewer Maintenance. Yesterday, Sewer Maintenance received a report
of ten covers that had been removed along Shady Grove Lane in the Canebrake Village subdivision.

Police believe the thieves are removing the 100-pound covers and taking them to local salvage centers for
money — less than $15 at current rates. Salvage centers are being asked not to accept these items, or to
get full information from the person bringing the cover in and to call police as soon as possible. Police
encourage anyone with information about these thieves to contact CrimeStoppers at 912-234-2020.

Murder suspect still on the loose

SAVANNAH, GA (September 26, 2008): It's been more than two months since a warrant has been
issued for a murder suspect in Savannah, and police are asking for the public’s help in locating 23-
year-old Achmed Kiwaan WILLIAMS .

“We consider this man armed and dangerous,” said Detective Roy Ricardo of the Metro Police Violent
Crimes Unit. “We believe he killed his brother, there is no telling what else Williams may do.”

On April 6, 2008, police were called to an address in the 1200 block of East 54th Street. Eighteen
year-old Alex Williams was found suffering from a single gunshot wound. He died of his injury at
Memorial Health University Medical Center a short time later. SCMPD later arrested his brother
Achmed on an outstanding parole violation, believing he was a person of interest in the case, but he
was released before the murder warrant was issued.

Detectives have reason to believe Williams is still in the Savannah area and frequents the Waters
Street corridor and Yamacraw Village area. Williams is 5’4" tall, and has a slim build. He was last
known to have very short close-cropped hair and was clean-shaven. It is not known if he has changed
his appearance.

SCMPD course recognized internationally

SAVANNAH, GA (September 26, 2008): A course that helps officers recognize how they may put
themselves in dangerous situations, is being recognized internationally next week at the Institute for
Law Enforcement Administration’s Police Use of Force conference in Plano, Texas.

Chief Michael Berkow is the keynote speaker at the conference and will talk about the different
aspects of Police Use of Force and Cpl. Mark Galipeau of SCMPD’s Training Unit will conduct two
sessions about a program called “Officer Created Jeopardy”, developed by SCMPD, to teach officers
how not to put themselves in dangerous situations.

“The dangers inherent to law enforcement officers seem to grow daily,” said Berkow. “We created a
course that shows officers how they can avoid placing themselves, and the general public, into
situations that may cause them harm, or may harm innocent bystanders, simply by adhering to their
number one goal — and that is saving lives.”

The department reviewed recent cases where officers created an unnecessary risk for themselves or
others. With that information in hand, the department began a systematic search and evaluation of
training curriculum for the specific topic. When none was found, department staff solicited input from
experts in the law enforcement field, local community leaders, ministers and the NAACP to help
create a training course that would help ensure the safety and security of both its officers and the
public.

During the training, officers’ priorities are defined, and officers are reminded that although they cannot
control the actions of another, they do control their own actions. The goal is to teach officers how to
minimize jeopardy that is within their control.

Since the inception of the training in February 2008, SCMPD has not experienced an officer-involved
shooting. In 2007 the department had eight.

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Three charged in kidnapping

Incident tied to drug debt

SAVANNAH, GA (October 20, 2008): Three men are facing charges after kidnapping and brutally
assaulting a Savannah woman from Yamacraw Village last Thursday. Close partnerships among law
enforcement agencies led police to her and her captors Friday afternoon.

Facing kidnapping charges in Chatham County are 25-year-old Anthony Antero SMITH of Hinesville and
34-year-old Chris SCOTT on Hopkins, South Carolina. Additional charges may be pending. Thirty-five
year-old Jalani BATTLE is in custody in Hinesville facing kidnapping and sexual assault charges.

Pedicure bandit strikes again

SAVANNAH, GA (October 24, 2008): Metro Police are seeking the public’'s assistance in identifying a
man police believe may be responsible for four or more robberies of businesses in Savannah during
the past two weeks.

The suspect in four robberies — Video Bob’s on October 12, Sunset Novelties on October 17,
Savannah Nails on October 20 and Rumors Clothing Store yesterday — all have the same description:
a black male, in his early to mid 30’s, standing about 6’ tall. He is bald and sports a full beard. A gun
was used in each of these commercial robberies.

In the commission of the Savannah Nails robbery, the suspect actually received a pedicure from staff
before demanding the money from the cash register and forcing the entire staff into the bathroom. In
the Rumor’s robbery, he also made the victims go into the storage room before he left.

Police have been able to obtain poor quality surveillance photos from two of the locations. Detectives
hope that someone in the community recognizes this man and calls CrimeStoppers to quality for a
cash reward.

Police also encourage businesses to ensure their surveillance systems are working correctly, cameras are
pointed in the right locations, and if tapes are used, they are changed on a regular basis to ensure quality
video or photos can be accessed by police if a robbery does occur. Businesses can call Metro Police for a
free security check by contacting the Crime Prevention Officer in their respective precinct office. Precinct
office contact information is available from the SCMPD’s website at www.scmpd.org.
